Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project would widen and rehabilitate an approximately 0.5-mile segment of Villa/Minnewawa Avenue from
Herndon Avenue to Alluvial Avenue in the City of Clovis (City). The existing 0.5-mile project segment has multiple lane
configurations and the project would widen the roadway to provide two travel lanes consistently in each direction along
the segment. Southbound Minnewawa Avenue consists of two travel lanes north of the project site and transitions to one
lane at the intersection of Minnewawa Avenue and Alluvial Avenue. Within the project segment, the southbound travel
lane on Villa/Minnewawa Avenue widens to two lanes at Fir Avenue, approximately 350 feet north of Herndon Avenue,
and remains two travel lanes south of Herndon Avenue. The project would widen the southbound lanes between Alluvial
and Fir from one to two lanes, eliminating the delay and congestion that occurs from the transition to one lane at the
intersection of Minnewawa Avenue and Alluvial Avenue.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Mitigation Measure AIR-1 requires construction contractors to implement the San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control
District's (SJVAPCD) Regulation VIII measures for dust control during construction. Mitigation Measures BIO-1 and
BIO-2 ensure construction of the project would not adversely disrupt the nesting of birds protected under the Migratory
Bird Treaty Act (MBTA). Mitigation Measure CULT-1 requires a professional archaeologist to evaluate any cultural
material encountered during construction and Mitigation Measure CULT-2 requires adherence to regulations with respect
to discovery of human remains during construction. Mitigation Measure GEO-1 specifies that if any paleontological
resources are encountered, work in the immediate area of the find is required to be redirected, and a paleontologist is
required to assess the find for significance. Mitigation Measure HAZ-1 identifies specific procedures to manage
anticipated and unknown hazardous materials during construction and design of the project. Mitigation Measures
HYDRO-1 through HYDRO-6 cite compliance with regulations and implementation of best management practices
(BMPs) during project construction and operation. Mitigation Measure NOI-1 includes BMPs and compliance with the
City’s Municipal Code hour restrictions during construction. Mitigation Measure TR-1 requires that the City develop a
construction traffic management plan that specifies measures that would reduce impacts to motor vehicle, bicycle,
pedestrian, and transit circulation. Mitigation Measure UTL-1 requires coordination with utility service providers in the
area to minimize the risk of disruption of services and damage to any utility facilities.

The proposed Project is not expected to generate public controversy; however the proposed project would require a
0.44-acre acquisition of right-of-way across assessor’s parcel number (APN) 561-142-38, a 0.26-acre acquisition of
right-of-way APN 561-185-04, and a 0.22-acre acquisition of right-of-way across APN 561-186-03.
