	Project Description: The proposed project is located within the California Aqueduct Right-of-Way in Kern and Kings counties. Subsidence has caused reduced flow capacity in Pools 24 and 25 of the California Aqueduct that is limiting the ability to deliver water to Southern California. The proposed project would raise portions of the concrete liner on each side of Pools 24 and 25 over 1.65 miles and would also involve the installation of water level monitoring instrumentation to provide real time monitoring of flow and water levels in Pools 22 and 25. 
	Project's Effects: Mitigation measures have been incorporated to reduce impacts to less than significant levels for biological, cultural, geological and tribal resources, and to reduce the projects overall contribution to greenhouse gas emissions and energy usage during construction. Mitigation measures for biological resources include additional focused surveys, worker awareness training, reporting and coordination with CDFW, pre-construction surveys and construction monitoring. Mitigation measures to ensure cultural, paleontological and tribal resources include worker awareness training and monitoring and reporting during construction. DWR's greenhouse gas reduction policies that apply to construction equipment and workers would be incorporated during construction to reduce emissions and energy usage.
