	Project Description: The proposed project would allow the subdivision of the existing 50,780 square foot parcel into two new parcels - Parcel A and Parcel B. An existing family home would remain on Parcel A. Parcel A would be a gross 23,780 square feet in size, with a net 10,390 square feet of developable land, and Parcel B would be a gross 27,000 square feet in size, with a net 8,872 square feet of developable land. The southern portions of Parcels A and B would include two conservation easements and landscape maintenance areas dedicated to the City of Oceanside totaling 12,896 square feet. While no development of the new parcels and no removal of existing structures is proposed as part of this project, the tentative parcel map identify areas that could be developed with single family homes on each subsequent lot. Direct impacts would occur from future development of the lots.
	Project's Effects: If no future development occurs on the newly created parcels, then there shall be no impacts. But if either parcel is developed in the future, then there could be potentially significant environmental impacts related to Biological Resources, Hydrology and Water Quality, Noise, and Tribal Cultural Resources unless the following mitigations are implemented, which will reduce impacts to a less-than significant level: 1) A pre-construction nesting bird survey shall be conducted when construction occurs in or adjacent to nesting habitat during bird breeding season. 2) All trees or palms >10" in diameter removed by development shall be replaced. 3) If impacted by development, the existing building on the lot shall be evaluated for eligibility to the CRHR and the City’s Local Register. 4) A written “Controlled Grade Procedure” shall be prepared and the City will approve it. 5) All Cultural Resources Monitoring/Evaluation reports and Native American monitor’s notes shall be submitted to the City. 6) If human remains are found on the project site, work shall be stopped on the site and the County Office of the Medical Examiner shall be contacted. 7) A SWQMP shall be developed for the project than includes erosion control BMPs. 8) Implementation of noise BMPs meeting County and City Standards for noise shall be implemented during construction. 9) Construction monitoring by an archaeologist and a Native American monitor shall be required during initial ground disturbance. 10) The Applicant/Owner shall enter into a pre-excavation agreement (Tribal Cultural Resources Treatment and Tribal Monitoring Agreement) with a Native American Monitor. 11) A Cultural Resource Mitigation Monitoring program will be implemented during all ground disturbing activities. 12) Any tribal cultural resources unearthed shall be relinquished to the San Luis Rey Band of Indians for treatment & disposition.
