The proposed project is located in San Bernardino County on SR-18 from Big Bear Lake Dam at Postmile 44.3 to Arctic Canyon Wash at
Postmile 68.0. The proposed project limits are discontiguous and consist of unique polygons surrounding the 31 drainage systems identified as
deteriorated. Each disturbed soil area (DSA) polygon extends roughly 25 feet from the sides of the culvert. The proposed project would
excavate the 31 deteriorated culverts, replace the removed culvert pipe and drainage elements, backfill the excavated trenches, and replace
the removed overlying pavement. Rock slope protection will be installed at inlets and outlets and will not extend further than the DSA polygon
limits. Work will take place in one direction at a time to allow traffic to pass. Original soils will be backfilled where feasible and where permitted
by the relevant hazardous waste regulations. Various locations would require temporary construction easements.
