	Project Description: The proposed project involves demolition of the existing 52,500 square foot (sf) office building on the southern portion of the project site (adjacent to Mission Oaks Boulevard), construction of a new 120,500 sf multi-tenant industrial building (Building A), and the addition of 55,810 sf (Building B) to an existing industrial building. An existing 373,951 sf of industrial space and 33,672 sf of office space would remain. The final building footprint would cover 583,933 sf of the 1,389,128 sf (31.9-acre) lot. The project would reduce landscaped area from 246,697 sf to 140,282 sf and increase parking spaces from 616 to 823 stalls.
	Project's Effects: The IS-MND identifies potential impacts to Biological Resources as less than significant with mitigation incorporated to address impacts to nesting birds. Mitigation Measures include BIO-1: Pre-Construction Nesting Bird Surveys and Avoidance. The IS-MND identifies potential impacts to Hazards and Hazardous Materials as less than significant with mitigation incorporated to address impacts associated with prior use of underground storage tanks that were formerly present on the site and potential hazards related to asbestos-containing materials and former railroad spurs on site. Mitigation Measures include HAZ-1: Soil Management Plan, HAZ-2: Asbestos Containing Materials, HAZ-3: Former Railroad Spur.
