Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project site is a 21-acre lot fronting on the south side of Santa Ana Road approximately 1,700 feet west of Fairview
Road. The proposed project is the subdivision of those 21 acres into 41 lots ranging in size from 0.08 acres to 0.7 acres.
The average lot size is 0.4 acres. Lots 1-34 range in size from 0.4 to 0.7 acres. Lots 35-40 range from 0.08 to 0.1 acres
in size. Lot 41 is 0.37 acres in size and will be used for the detention of stormwater runoff from interior roads and lots
35-40. Lots 1-34 are planned to include one single family dwelling (3,400 SF, approx.) and one three car garage
(500-600) SF, each, approx.) and drainage detention. Lots 35-40 are will be utilized to meet San Benito County’s
inclusionary housing requirements. The developer does not anticipate building accessory dwelling units with this project.
However, there is no limiting factor for the subsequent development of ADUs, consistent with state law, by individual
property owners. The proposed tentative map shows the approximate locations of the driveways, building pads, and
detention basins.
