Development of the Project would occur on approximately 47 acres in the southern portion of the ±104-acre parcel (Assessor's Parcel Number 099-0015-016-03) just north of the City of Livermore between the North Livermore Avenue and North First Street exits. Development of the Project would occur in phases; Phase 1 buildout of the Project would occur over approximately 5 years and Phase II buildout would occur over approximately 100 years.

Transportation: Extensive consultation with the City of Livermore regarding the Las Colinas access road and coordination of the Project with other approved and future City plans/projects in the vicinity. 

Biological Resources: California Department of Fish and Wildlife expressed concerns that proposed Project water features could attract sensitive species (Red-legged frogs and California tiger salamanders) to man-made lakes that would not be conducive the species long-term population survival. Phase I of the Project does not include the man-made lakes.
