Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project includes three primary components: (1) Olympic Well Field Restoration located in the City of Santa Monica,;
(2) the Olympic Pipeline located within the cities of Santa Monica and Los Angeles; and (3) the Olympic Advanced Water
Treatment Facility (AWTF) , co-located at the existing Arcadia WTP in the City of Los Angeles, and the Arcadia Water
Treatment Plant (WTP) Expansion. The Arcadia WTP encompasses a 209,957 square foot (4.8-acre) parcel located at
1228 South Bundy Drive in the City of Los Angeles, and the adjacent 0.24-acre property that would be used for staging
construction equipment. The Olympic Well Field is located generally along the alignment of Olympic Boulevard between
Centinela Avenue and Cloverfield Boulevard. The locations for the proposed groundwater production wells SM-8 and
SM-9, and the proposed groundwater injection well SM-10i, are within the public right-of-way median of Olympic
Boulevard. The proposed groundwater injection well SM-11i would be located at the eastern end of Ishihara Park,
located at 2909 Exposition Park, Santa Monica, California 90404. The proposed Olympic Pipeline alignment would
connect an existing pipeline within Nebraska Avenue to the Arcadia WTP.

Prior to mitigation, Project implementation would result in potentially significant impacts to air quality, biological
resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, hazards and hazardous materials, noise, and transportation.
