The 2019 Facilities Master Plan Update to the 2015 Master Plan is a long-range plan for the development of facilities to support GCCD'’s vision, mission, and goals.
In 2015, the District prepared the GCCD 2015 Facilities Master Plan to reflect GCCD'’s projected instructional and programmatic needs. The 2015 GCCD Master
Plan outlines capital improvements through 2025 and proposes construction of new buildings, renovation, modernization and additions to existing facilities,
demolition of existing buildings, and landscaping enhancements. Improvements are intended to update existing technological and program services to meet
increasing needs of students and faculty. The 2019 Facilities Master Plan Update plans for expansion of instructional space, acquiring land to expand the Garfield
Campus, expansion of the Montrose Campus, and various other campus upgrades in addition to what was included in the 2015 GCCD Master Plan. It recommends
site and facilities improvements for three GCCD sites: the historic Verdugo Campus, the Garfield Campus, and the Professional Development Center. It addresses
the growth in enroliment anticipated over the next decade.
