Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Delhi County Water District (District) proposes water system improvements that will abandon and destroy existing
private domestic wells to install approximately 3,160 feet of water line, water service, and lateral connections to
approximately seventy-six residences in the unincorporated Community of Delhi in Merced County (Project). Due to the
shallow depth of the private wells and uncertain groundwater levels, abandonment of the private existing wells for a more
reliable and modern water system are necessary in order to protect the health and safety of the Community. Residents of
the Community seek to secure a reliable water system as the diminishing groundwater supply may further degrade the
quality of their drinking water. The project consists of the installation of approximately 1,310 feet of 12-inch water line,
1,755 feet of 8-inch water line, and 95 feet of 6-inch water line connecting to the Delhi County Water District’'s water
distribution system to supply all seventy-six households.

In order to avoid significant or potentially significant impacts occurring to biological, cultural, geological, or hydrological
resources the following mitigation measures will be implemented.

Training and Education Program; MM Bio-3: If construction occurs during Swainson's hawk breeding season, nesting
surveys shall be conducted; MM Bio-4: if construction is planned during the nesting season for migratory birds and
raptors, a preconstruction survey to identify active bird nests shall be conducted; MM Bio-5: preventative measures to
protect animals and the environment (see mitigation measure for full details); MM Cul-1: If prehistoric or historic-era
cultural materials are encountered during construction activities, all work in the immediate vicinity of the find shall halt
until a qualified archaeologist can evaluate the find and make recommendations; MM Cul-2: Upon discovery of human
remains, excavation disturbance of the area will cease and the County Coroner/Sheriff's Office will be contacted; MM
Geo-1: An Erosion Control Plan will be prepared prior to ground disturbance; MM Geo-2: If paleontological resources are
encountered during ground disturbance activities, all work within 25 ft of the find shall halt until a qualified paleontologist
can evaluate the find and make recommendations regarding treatment; MM Hyd-1: District shall submit an approved
copy of: (1) the approved Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan and (2) the Notice of Intent to comply with the General
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System; MM Hyd-2: The District shall limit grading to the minimum area
necessary for construction and operation of the Project. Final grading plans shall include BMPs to limit on- and off-site er
