	Project Description: The project applicant is proposing a General Plan Amendment, Zone Change to a Planned Area District, and a vesting Tentative Tract Map (TTM) to allow the development of 94 single-family homes. The project proposes a General Plan Amendment to change the land use designation from Parks and Recreation to Open Space and Low Density Residential, which allows for 5 to 15 dwelling units per acre (du/acre). The proposed project would designate 9.3 acres of the project site as Open Space and 16.2 acres as Low Density Residential. 
The development of the proposed project would require re-configuration of a portion of the Richmond Country Club golf course and the removal of existing mature eucalyptus trees within the project site boundaries and adjacent to the golf course. Vehicular access to the site would be provided by an extension of Markovich Lane. The proposed project would provide a 20-foot-wide all-weather Emergency Vehicle Access (EVA) road along the western boundary of the site, adjacent to the railroad tracks.  

	Project's Effects: Air Quality: To address impacts to air quality during construction, mitigation requiring dust and exhaust control (MM AIR-1) would be necessary. 
Biological Resources: To address potential impacts to special status plant species, a pre-construction protocol-level rare plant survey (MM BIO-1) would be necessary. In the event special status plant species are identified mitigation, such as avoidance or reestablishment at a minimum of 1:1 ratio, would be required and a Habitat Mitigation and Monitoring Plan would be implemented. To address potential impacts to nesting birds, a pre-construction nesting-bird survey shall be conducted no more than 14 days prior to vegetation removal or ground disturbance (MM BIO-2) and work exclusion zones implemented as needed. To address impacts to potential jurisdictional features, the project would be required to obtain applicable permits from the USACE, RWQCB, and/or CDFW (MM BIO-3) and implement required measures. 
Cultural and Tribal Cultural Resources:  To address impacts to historical, archaeological, and tribal cultural resources, the project applicant would ensure an archaeologist would inspect the project site once grubbing and clearing is complete and conduct periodic spot-checks (MM CUL-1). In the event of accidental discovery or recognition of human remains, CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.5; Health and Safety Code Section 7050.5; Public Resources Code Section 5097.94 and Section 5097.98 must be followed (MM CUL-2). 
Geology and Soils: To address impacts to fault rupture, seismic ground-shaking, landslides, and unstable soils the project applicant would obtain and submit a design-level geotechnical report and slope stability and landslide study that

Hazards and Hazardous Materials: To address potential impacts to hazardous materials, the project would be required to submit a soil management plan to the City of Richmond that provides evidence of soil testing within areas of the project site suspected to contain pesticides and dispose of contaminated soils (MM HAZ-1). 
Land Use: To address impacts to train passing noise, the project would include a sound wall along the western property line (MM LAND-1).
Transportation: To address impacts to pedestrian facilities, the project would construct sidewalks consistent with the City of Richmond standards along Markovich Lane, on the northern side of the Richmond Parkway Ramp westbound, and on Giant Road to the AC Transit stop located at the McGlothen Way/Griffin Drive intersection. Additionally, the project shall provide roadway signage at the at-grade railroad crossing at the intersection of Giant Road/Giant Highway (MM TRANS-1).
