	Project Description: A request by Sidifoax, Inc. for a Conditional Use Permit (DRC2019-00086) to authorize a multi-phased development of up to 1 acre of outdoor cannabis cultivation canopy; up to 22,000 square feet of indoor mixed-light cannabis cultivation in greenhouses, up to 600 square feet of indoor commercial nursery, and up to 600 square feet of non-volatile manufacturing. Ancillary processing activities would include curing, drying, trimming, and packaging. Project development would result in 8.4 acres of site disturbance on one (1) 110 acre parcel and would include the construction of a 7,150 square foot microbusiness building to house the processing, strage, nursery, manufacturing and transport activities, three (3) 10,080 square foot greenhouses, installation of four (4) 10,000 gallon water storage tanks for irrigation and fire supressiong and a 100 square foot water pump house. The project would employ up to six (6) people and would operate seven days per week, between the hours of 8:00 AM and 5:00 PM. Operations may take place upf to 24 hours during harvest seasons. A modification from the parking standards set forth in Section 22.18.050.C.1 of the County’s LUO is requested to reduce the required number of parking spaces from 69 to 14 spaces. The project site is in the Agricultural land use category and is located at 8015 Carrisa Highway, about 37 miles East of the community of Santa Margarita in the Carrizo Planning Area of the North County Planning Area.
	Project's Effects: The project would have potentially significant impacts upon Aesthetics, Air Quality, Biological Resources, Energy, Geology and Soils, and Greenhouse Gas Emissions. 
 
Project design combined with regulatory compliance and implementation of Aesthetics mitigation measure AES-1 would ensure that any impacts related to construction and operations would be less than significant. Mitigation measure includes a Light Pollution Prevention Plan that incorporates nighttime light pollution prevention. Air Quality mitigation measures AQ-1 and AQ-2 would ensure that any impacts related to construction and operations would be less than significant. Mitigation measures include fugitive dust control, construction equipment maintenance/standards/operational practices. Potential impacts to Biological Resources would be reduced to a less than significant level with incorporation of mitigation measures BIO-1 through BIO-15. These measures require: construction and employee training program; San Joaquin Kit Fox (SJKF) habitat mitigation measures; protection measures for SJKF, American Badger, Nesting Bird, Burrowing Owl, Tri-color Blackbird, special status small mammal, and special-status reptiles and amphibian, and pre-construction, weekly, monthly, and annual biological surveys. Potential impacts to Geology and Soils would be reduced to a less than significant level with incorporation of mitigation measures PR-1 through PR-3. Mitigation measures include a Paleontological Resources Monitoring and Treatment Plan, construction monitoring and fossil salvage and recovery procedures. Potentially significant energy demand and inefficient energy use could occur during long-term operations which can lead to an increase in greenhouse gas emissions. Potential impacts related to energy and greenhouse gas emissions would be reduced to less than significant with incorporation of mitigation measures ENG-1, ENG-2 and GHG-1, which include implementation of Energy Conservation Plan, Quarterly Energy Monitoring, and a Greenhouse Gas Offset Program.
