	Project Description: The YCCL is a municipal solid waste facility located in unincorporated Yolo County about two miles northeast of Davis, and five miles southeast of Woodland, near the intersection of County Roads 28H and 104. The Project would be undertaken to allow the County greater flexibility in developing and implementing processes and operations that would reduce waste from the landfill, reduce environmental impacts of landfill operations, decrease greenhouse gas emissions, increase the recovery of materials and energy from waste, operate more efficiently and economically, and extend the facility’s lifespan. Proposed changes to the design and operation of the YCCL (the Project) include the following: Increased Daily Permitted Tonnage, Wood Pellet Facility, Large Scale Floating Solar Photovoltaic System, Solar Photovoltaic System on Closed Landfill Units, Waste Gasification Facility, Expanded Biogas Utilization Options, Peaking Power Plant, New Class 2 Surface Impoundment, Organic Waste Fertilizer Facility, Stormwater Treatment System and Discharge, Additional Groundwater Pumping (Possible Treatment and Discharge), Transfer Station, Non-Specific Future Off-Site Borrow Area, Thermal Pressure Hydrolysis System, and Biogas to Methanol Pilot Facility. 
	Project's Effects: Aesthetics/Visual (lighting controls, visual screening, operational controls); Land Use, Planning and Agriculture (if off-site borrow location zoned or designated as agricultural then the County shall re-zone and re-designate the site so the use would not conflict with the land use designation, and if off-site borrow area located on farmland then agricultural land preservation shall be required); Air Quality (construction dust control measures, updated emissions inventory to determine if NOx reduction is required); Biological Resources (various measures for giant garter snake, environmental awareness training, restoration of aquatic/upland habitat, future surveys for off-site borrow area, pre-construction surveys for western pond turtle and burrowing owl, vegetation removal timing, swainson's hawk foraging habitat compensation, future floristic surveys, avoidance of special-status plants, avoidance of Willow Slough Bypass and necessary permits if required, and future aquatic resources delineation); Cultural Resources (Procedures for cultural resources finds, human remains finds, and sensitivity training, future survey for future off-site borrow area); Public Health and Safety (Health and Safety Plan preparation for new facilities); Geology and Soils (pre-construction briefings for paleontological resources); Hydrology and Water Quality (monitoring of ground water extraction); Noise (limited construction hours, buffer zones, soil borrow activity noise limits, and limited operational hours for soil hauling); and Public Services and Utilities (Fire Prevention Control and Mitigation Plan for new facilities).

One oral comment was received at the virtual Notice of Preparation (NOP) scoping meeting and four comment letters were received during the NOP scoping period from governmental responsible agencies (see Appendix B of the Draft EIR).
