The project requests a Site Development Permit (SDP) for the construction of a new two-story 4,297-square-foot
single-family residence with an attached garage, located on a vacant lot at 13074 Polvera Avenue. The project contains
Environmentally Sensitive Lands (ESL) in the form of Steep Hillsides and Biological Resources. Project features would
include solar panels, green roof, retaining walls, associated hardscape, landscape, and a driveway.
