Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project would consolidate County-wide emergency dispatch functions provided by the County’s Sheriff's Office
Dispatch Center (currently at the County Operations Center at Kansas Avenue off Highway 1, northwest of the City of
San Luis Obispo) and the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection and County Fire Department’s
Emergency Command Center (currently on North Santa Rosa Street in San Luis Obispo). The project site is located in
the unincorporated community of Templeton, in the County of San Luis Obispo, on a 5-acre County-owned parcel at
350-358 North Main Street (Assessor Parcel Number 040-201-038). The parcel currently has a County Sheriff
Department building, a County Department of Agriculture building, and associated site improvements. The proposed site
improvements would include an approximately 18,000-square-foot, two-story Essential Services Emergency Dispatch
building that would support between 15 and 30 personnel, a 140-foot-high communications tower, and associated site
improvements such as secure and non-secure parking areas, a perimeter fence, storage areas, onsite utility connections,
and landscaping.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project has the potential for significant effects to aesthetics, air quality and greenhouse gas emissions, biological
resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, and hazards and hazardous materials. Potentially significant effects to
air quality will be minimized with use of standard dust control measures. Potentially significant effects to biological
resources will be avoided and minimized by implementing standard construction monitoring and impact avoidance
measures for special-status species and nesting birds. Standard sedimentation and erosion controls will be used to avoid
and minimize potentially significant soil erosion effects during construction. Standard construction measures will be
implemented to avoid potentially significant impacts to previously unidentified cultural resources. A construction plan
would be implemented to minimize the potential for hazardous materials spills and to promptly respond to any spills.
Standard construction measures would be implemented to minimize the risk of equipment-generated brush fires.

In regard to the aesthetic impacts of the project, mitigation measures would be implemented to reduce the profile of
equipment attached to the communication tower. A landscape plan would be implemented to screen views of the
facilities from surrounding roads. The perimeter fence would be designed to minimize contrast and exterior lighting would
include measures to minimize nighttime light pollution. If communication tower lighting is required, it would include
aircraft activated lighting to minimize nighttime light pollution. While incorporation of these mitigation measures would
lessen the severity of the aesthetic impacts, the project would still have unavoidable significant aesthetic impacts.

In response to the Draft EIR, the Templeton Area Advisory Group raised concerns regarding aesthetic impacts,
transportation, drainage, and lighting, and recommended denial of the project.
