Approval of the Proposed Amendments, developed by the California Air Resources Board (CARB), would apply more
stringent requirements to in-use and new vessels, expand the regulatory requirements to vessel categories that were
previously exempt from in-use vessel requirements, and apply reporting, infrastructure, and other requirements to
facilities such as seaports, terminals, marinas, and harbors that conduct business with commercial harbor craft (CHC).
Amending the current CHC regulation would further reduce emissions from CHC by establishing expanded and more
stringent requirements for CHC engines and mandates for accelerated deployment of zero-emission technology.

CARB prepared a Draft EA under the requirements of its certified regulatory program to comply with the California
Environmental Quality Act.
