9-foot-wide lanes, 2-foot-wide shoulders, and a 1'-5” wide concrete barrier, for a total width of 24’-10". With a soffit elevation of approximately 1,983.6, it appears there is more than 3 feet
of freeboard with the existing bridge profile and the it may be lowered to smooth out the existing roadway profile

Replacement of the existing bridge (#40C0039) structure would also occur with a single span, CIP, post-tensioned concrete, slab bridge, approximately 62 feet long with two 9-foot-wide
lanes, 2-foot-wide shoulders, and a 1'-5” wide concrete barrier, for a total width of 24’-10". To increase the hydraulic capacity and to improve the roadway approach grades, the profile at
the bridge will be raised approximately two feet.
