8,300-square-foot clubhouse; demolish and remove the pedestrian bridge spanning Kearny Street that connects Portsmouth Square to 750 Kearny
Street, a 27-story hotel building (currently managed as a Hilton Hotel), which includes the Chinese Culture Center on the third floor; re-waterproof the
