1. A Tentative Parcel Map to divide six (6) acres into three (3) lots in the Agricultural-Residential 2 Acres (AR-2) zone.

2. A Special Development Permit to allow the proposed project to deviation from the following development standards:
Public Water System (Section 5.3.1.A, Table 5.4): Subdivision projects shall be required to have public water. The
resultant parcels are proposed to be served by individual water wells instead of a public water system.

Minimum Lot Width (Section 5.3.1.A, Table 5.4): The minimum lot width for an AR-2 zoned property is 150 feet. Parcel 1
is proposed as having a lot width of 132 feet.

3. An Exception from Title 22.24.630 (County Land Development Ordinance) to allow the proposed lots to be served by
individual water wells instead of a public water system.

4. A Design Review to comply with the Countywide Design Guidelines.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project contains 0.531 acres of jurisdictional wetlands, consisting of a freshwater pond, wetland swale and three
seasonal wetlands on the project site. This project has been designed with a 50-foot buffer around the on-site wetland
features. Mitigation states that construction fencing be installed to protect this area.

The project site contains large trees that provide potential nesting habitat for the following: Swainson's Hawk (Buteo
swainsoni), other raptors, migratory nesting birds and Burrowing Owl. Mitigation involves pre-construction surveys to
identify any active nests and to implement avoidance measures if nests are found.

Four non-native trees with a total tree canopy of 2,792 square feet will be removed as a result of this project. Mitigation
has been included to address the loss of the canopy through mitigation fee payment to the Sacramento Tree Foundation
or planting equivalent trees on the subject property.

Mitigation measures have been added in the event that cultural resources are found during construction, all work must
halt in the vicinity of the discovery.
