Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project is a modification to an existing 102,000 gallon winery which would see wine production increased to 150,000
gallons, a 45,945 sq. ft. expansion to an existing Type Il cave to a Type lll, excavation of a second cave portal, the
deposit of approximately 20,300 cubic yards of cave spoils at a spoils stockpile, construction of a 3,350 sq. ft. canopy for
an existing uncovered crush pad, construction of 820 sq. ft. for a uncovered mechanical yard, and widening of the project
access road to meet County Road and Street Standards (RSS). The applicant has requested an exception to the County
RSS for a section of the access road that falls within conservation setbacks for an existing water feature (Leoma Lakes).

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed project was found to potentially have a significant impact on Biological Resources. Areas planned for
construction, earthmoving, or disturbance were located adjacent to existing annual grassland, oak woodland, chaparral,
and riparian habitat. While no special-status plants or wildlife was found during a reconnaissance survey, the project's
adjacency to these habitats could not rule out the potential to impact special-status plants or wildlife during development
of the project. Mitigation Measures were developed for the applicant to conduct pre-construction surveys for
special-status plants, raptors and nesting birds, and western pond turtle, prior to issuance of grading or building permits.
