	Project Description: A request by Catherine Milner for a Minor Use Permit (DRC2019-00046) to establish up to 9,200 square feet of outdoor cannabis canopy on a 40-acre parcel. The project would result in an area of disturbance of approximately 0.87 acre (37,920 square feet) and would include the installation of a 400-square-foot shed to be used for the storage of harvest equipment, and approximately 0.5 mile of  roadway improvements (i.e., re-paving) along an existing paved private driveway. No grading or tree removal would be required. The project includes a request for an ordinance modification to allow for a 60-foot setback from the outdoor cultivation area to the east property line, where 300 feet is required.

The project site is located within the Agriculture land use designation at 2560 McMillan Canyon Road, approximately 3.8 miles north of the community of Shandon in the Shandon-Carrizo Sub Area of the North County Planning Area.
	Project's Effects:  The project is located in an area that may support several special-status wildlife species; mitigation measures have therefore been identified to avoid, reduce, and compensate for potential impacts to these species and their habitats. Potential species that may be affected by project activities include special-status raptor species, nesting birds protected by the Migratory Bird Treaty Act, special-status roosting bats, and San Joaquin kit fox. Project construction activities have the potential to create hazards to the environment under accident conditions through the release of hazardous materials into the environment; mitigation measures have therefore been identified to avoid and reduce potential impacts through location of staging within designated areas and establishment of hazardous material spill protocol. The project may result in temporary obstruction of vehicle traffic along a roadway which may interfere with emergency response plans/evacuation plans in the area; mitigation has been identified to require an encroachment permit and to require one open lane of vehicle traffic at all times. The project would result in an increase in water demand within an LOS III groundwater basin; mitigation measures have been identified to require water use to be offset at a 1:1 ratio within the basin in accordance with County policy requirements and Land Use Ordinance standards.
	Areas of Controversy: Local members of the public have raised concerns regarding security, aesthetics, water supply, and cumulative impacts on similar cannabis cultivation projects located in the project vicinity. No specific issues have been raised for the proposed project at this time.
