Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project would demolish the existing basketball courts to construct a 40-meter pool facility with a
1,176-square-foot pool equipment area, 1,620-square-foot outdoor pool storage area, 218-square-foot girls restroom,
218-square-foot boys restroom, two 378-square-foot locker rooms, a 284-square-foot indoor concrete storage area, a
411-square-foot office, and 19 outdoor showers. The existing on-campus baseball field would be shifted west to expand
the student parking lot, and the existing 25-meter pool and 750-square-foot pool equipment building would be replaced
with new basketball courts with associated steps/seating that would provide extended emergency vehicle access to this
area of campus. In addition, a drywell infiltration system would be constructed at the southern portion of the south
parking lot to allow water to infiltrate the soil.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: The Applicant shall utilize construction equipment meeting EPA or Air Resources Board Tier IV Final off-road
engine emission standards (MM AIR-1).

Biological Resources: The Applicant shall conduct pre-construction surveys for nesting birds and roosting bats.
(MM BIO-1 and MM BIO-2).

Cultural Resources: If cultural resources are discovered during construction, operation shall stop within a 100-foot radius
and a qualified Archaeologist shall be consulted to determine if further study is required (MM CUL-1). If human remains
are discovered, no further excavation or disturbance shall occur and the project Applicant shall contract appropriate
departments (MM CUL-2).

Geology and Soils: All recommendations found in the project-specific Geotechnical and Geohazards Investigation Report
shall be implemented prior to the issuance of grading permits (MM GEO-1). The Applicant shall provide written proof that
a qualified Paleontologist has been retained to observe earth-disturbing activities if needed. If paleontological
