Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

New 150" tall lattice tower. Includes an 80' x 80' concrete pad, a vault to hold electronics, cables, an emergency back up
generator, 12' cells, and support equipment. All equipment to be contained within a 6' tall metal fence with 20" wide
double gate. Access to the site is taken from Highway 20 about 1/4 mile south of its intersection with Highway 53, and
through a locked / gated entry on a paved 12' wide internal driveway with turnouts every 400 feet. Construction to take
between one and two months, and would involve preparing the 80' x 80' pad, and extending the interior driveway by 900
feet, including CalFire turnaround.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Aesthetics: non-glare paint required; dark skies (downcast) lighting

Air Quality: all diesel equipment registered with Air Quality; MSDS sheet to Environmental Health prior to cultivation,
plant waste to be chipped and spread (not burned); parking areas and accessways surfaced with all weather surface;
use of white rock for surfacing prohibited; no burning brush / vegetative materials; speed limit restriction on site
Biological Resources: bird survey if construction will occur between March 1 and September 1. Survey for special status
species to occur prior to construction.

Cultural / Tribal Resources: notify local overseeing tribe(s) and archeologist if any potentially significant artifacts are
found during site disturbance. Notify same and the Lake County Sheriff's Dept if any human remains are found. Either
find will cause work to stop until properly interred or relocated.

Noise: puts limits on construction - related and non construction related noises measured at the property lines; prohibits
the use of generators except during power outages.
