The proposed project involves General Plan amendments and the adoption of new AB 2923-compliant transit-oriented zoning district, the Residential
BART Mixed-Use District (R-BMU), and apply the zoning district to the project sites. The R-BMU development standards assume a floor area ratio (FAR)
maximum of 4.2, a building height maximum of 80 feet and 7 stories, and a minimum residential density of 75 dwelling units per acre. At the Ashby BART
station site, the buildout assumptions include development of up to 1,200 dwelling units and 100,000 square feet of non-residential space distributed
between the 4.4-acre station site and the 1.9-acre surface parking lot east of the Ed Roberts campus. At the North Berkeley BART station site, the buildout
assumptions include development of up to 1,200 dwelling units and 25,000 square feet of non-residential space located on the main 8.1-acre station site,
including the area considered BART's “Zone of Influence.” The three auxiliary lots located northwest of the station along the Ohlone Greenway are not
anticipated to include new residential or non-residential development but may involve be used for transportation infrastructure improvements.
