	Project Description: The County of San Luis Obispo Department of Public Works is proposing to construct the Templeton to Atascadero Connector Project, a multi-use trail connecting the communities of Templeton and Atascadero. The project would be located on the east side of Highway 101 and west of the Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR) tracks between Templeton and Atascadero. The trail would be approximately 1 mile long and would extend from the east side of South Main Street in Templeton, between the Highway 101 and UPRR rights-of-way, with span bridges over Paso Robles Creek and Graves Creek, to connect to the existing sidewalk at San Ramon Road in Atascadero.
	Project's Effects: Potentially significant aesthetic effects will be avoided or reduced through implementation of a tree protection and replacement plan. Potentially significant effects to air quality will be minimized with use of standard dust control measures. Potentially significant effects to biological resources will be avoided and minimized by implementing standard monitoring and impact avoidance measures for special-status species, implementing stormwater pollution prevention and spill response plans, and reducing construction disturbance and vegetation clearing to the minimum necessary extent and clearly marking construction limits. Standard sedimentation and erosion controls will be used to avoid and minimize potentially significant water quality effects during construction. Standard construction crew training and construction monitoring measures will be implemented to avoid potentially significant impacts to previously unidentified cultural resources.
