Building Worx Development, LLC is seeking to develop a mixed-use project on the above-mentioned site that involves:
« Demolition of an existing remnant building foundation and what partially remains of an old, paved parking lot surface
and removal of 14 non-native Ash Trees

« Construction of three new buildings and associated items:

Residential — Eight 3-story residential townhomes within 2 buildings within an area currently designated for high-density
residential development. Each unit would be approximately 1,625 to 2,496 square feet. There would be 16 parking
spaces in two garages.

o New landscaping throughout the mixed-use development, including a common residential open space area
(approximately 5,050 square feet), which would be constructed adjacent to the townhomes. Thirty-nine new trees
planted.
