Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

San Francisco International Airport is proposing the Shoreline Protection Program, which would install a new shoreline
protection system around the Airport that would comply with current Federal Emergency Management Administration
requirements for flood protection against a 100-year flood and would incorporate protection from future sea-level rise.
The proposed project would remove the existing shoreline protection features and construct a new shoreline protection
system comprised of a combination of reinforced concrete and steel sheet pile walls. These structures would vary from
one reach (a segment of shoreline) to another, depending on the existing site characteristics, and would range in height
from about 4 feet to about 14 feet above the existing or newly graded ground surface, given that the elevation and slope
of the ground varies for each reach.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Construction and/or operation of the proposed project could result in potentially significant impacts for the following
environmental resource topics: cultural resources (archeological resources); tribal cultural resources; noise; air quality;
biological resources; hydrology and water quality.

Mitigation measures for cultural resources (archeological resources), tribal cultural resources, noise, biological
resources, and hydrology and water quality would reduce potentially significant impacts to less-than-signifcant levels.

Mitigation measures for air quality would reduce potentially significant impacts during construction but not to
less-than-significant levels. The project's construction air quality impact would be significant and unavoidable with
mitigation.

The proposed project would require placing about 26 acres of fill in the area of San Francisco Bay adjacent to the ends
of Runways 19L-1R and 19R-1L and about 3 acres of fill in wetlands along various sections of the Airport's shoreline.
