	Project Description: The Prestige Senior Care Project proposes to develop a 15 bed congregate care facility on a 2.43-acre lot located at 7900 Hazel Avenue in the Orangevale Community. The site is approximately 450 feet north of intersection of Hazel Avenue and Golden Gate Avenue and 640 feet south of the intersection of Hazel Avenue and Cherry Avenue.
	Project's Effects: The Initial Study identified potential significant effects for Air Quality, Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Tribal Cultural Resources, and Greenhouse Gas Emissions.
Mitigation Measures included: BASIC CONSTRUCTION EMISSIONS CONTROL PRACTICES (dust control), SWAINSON’S HAWK NESTING HABITAT (surveys to to determine appropriate protective measures of active nesting sites - if any). RAPTOR NEST PROTECTION, MIGRATORY BIRD NEST PROTECTION, NATIVE TREES (replacement of native trees to be removed), OAK TREE CONSTRUCTION PROTECTION (requirement to protect oak trees that could be impacted by construction activities), CANOPY REPLACEMENT (requirement that the canopy of non-protected trees be replaced), CULTURAL RESOURCES UNANTICIPATED DISCOVERY (address if cultural resources are found), NATIVE AMERICAN CONSTRUCTION MONITORING (requires a monitor on site to protect tribal cultural resources), EV CHARGING FACILITIES (BMP for reduction of Greenhouse Gas Emissions), ELECTRIC CAPABILITY(requires the project to be wired so that electrical appliances can replace the proposed natural gas appliances).
