The Projects are comprised of 29 reservoirs; six major water conduits; 11 powerhouses; five transmission lines; one distribution line; and associated structures, including recreation facilities.  The projects are undergoing relicensing under Federal Energy Regulatory Commission for the term of 30 - 50 years. Recreation - Routine maintenance of recreation facilities could impact biological resources and/or cause soil erosion.  The impact is mitigated with mitigation measures from the Biological Resources and Geology/Soils.
