Aesthetics: project has potential for visual impacts due to the use of four shipping containers. Applicant is required to
screen these containers using false roof / siding, or screened fencing prior to cultivation.

Air Quality: all diesel equipment registered with Air Quality; MSDS sheet to Environmental Health prior to cultivation,
plant waste to be chipped and spread (not burned); parking areas and accessways surfaced with all weather surface;
use of white rock for surfacing prohibited. Dust mitigation plan due to presence of serpentine soil in cultivation area.
Biological Resources: During bat roosting season, a bat nesting survey is required for any evidence of roosts that are
within near proximity of the cultivation activity; bird survey required if any nesting activity is observed in or near the site; a
fisher survey is required if any fisher dens are observed within 250 feet of the cultivation site;; workers to be trained by a
biologist for yellow legged frog, Calif giant salamander and red bellied newt habitat recognition and treatment.

Cultural / Tribal Resources: Local overseeing tribe, the County and a licensed archeologist shall be notified if any
potentially significant items or relics are found during site disturbance. The Sheriff's Department shall also be notified if
any human remains are found during site disturbance. Cultural sensitivity training for employees is required.

Noise: levels shall be limited during and after construction as measured at the property lines.
