	Project Description: The County of Los Angeles Department of Parks and Recreation (County) proposes to develop various new park amenities at Stephen Sorensen Park (Proposed Project). The project site consists of three non-contiguous areas (Areas 1, 2, and 3) including a skate park of approximately 25,000 square feet in size (Area 1), a shade structure for the existing playground measuring 1,800 square feet (Area 2), a gazebo measuring 2,500 square feet, a concrete slab with fitness zone and shade structure measuring 1,600 square feet (Area 3),  and associated Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) improvements. Areas 2 and 3 are located within the existing park area. Construction of the proposed skate park (Area 1) would increase total useable park space by approximately 0.57 acres.  
	Project's Effects: Potentially significant impacts would occur to biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, and tribal cultural resources. Impacts to these areas would be reduced to less than significant with the incorporation of proposed mitigation measures.

Biological resources: mitigation measures include pre-construction burrowing owl surveys, pre-construction nesting bird survey, and aquatic resources regulatory permitting.

Cultural resources: mitigation measures include archaeological monitoring, tribal monitoring, and paleontologist monitoring during construction.

Geology and soils: The design and construction of the Proposed Project shall adhere to the recommendations listed in the report titled Geotechnical Investigation: Stephen Sorensen Park, 16801 East Avenue P, Lake Los Angeles, California. Project No. 211191001 and dated April 23, 2020 or more recent geotechnical report for the site.

Tribal Cultural resources: mitigation measures include archaeological monitoring and tribal monitoring during construction, Worker Environmental Awareness Training, and installation of an interpretive panel on the park grounds.
	Areas of Controversy: The Project site is located within the Lovejoy Springs (CA-LAN-192), a large prehistoric archaeological site. The site has been previously evaluated for its cultural and archaeological significance. Specific mitigation measures to reduce impacts to CA-LAN-192 to a less than significant level have been developed through consultation between the County, the Project archaeologist, and the consulting tribes.
