Construction of a 20,000 square foot fire hall, 41,000 square feet of paved parking and maneuvering area, 4,800 square
feet of LID stormwater detention area, and protection of a delineated .09 acre wetlands with a 25-foot buffer.

Air quality will be protected through construction-phase mitigation to control dust and vehicle emissions. Biological
resources will be protected through limiting construction season to protect special status, migratory, and nesting birds,
surveys to identify and protect special status bats, and surveys for special status amphibians and reptiles prior to
construction. Cultural resource will be protected during construction through halting of construction should any
archaeological or paleontological resources or human remains be found. Water quality will be protected from hazardous
construction-phase materials through implementation of equipment protocols. Erosion control and water quality will be
mitigated with implementation of a SWPPP and BMPs. All mitigation measures are detailed in the Initial Study.

There are no known areas of controversy. Resource agencies were consulted during project design. and project referrals
were reviewed by resource agencies. No comments were received.

A wetlands delineation has been completed for the project site, and on-site wetland areas were identified. The wetland
delineation report can be found in the initial study. A Cultural Resources Investigation (CRI)

was performed and determined that no significant archaeological or historic period resources, for the purposes of CEQA,
exist in the limits of the proposed subdivisiop area and no further research is recommended. Review of archaeological
and historical literature was conducted at the Humboldt County Historical Society, Humboldt State University (HSU)
Library-Humboldt Room, the HSU Cultural Resources Facility. Correspondence with Native American Tribes was

conducted, including consultation with the Tribal Preservation Historical Officer for the Bear River Band of the Rohnerville
Rancheria and the Chairman of the Wiyot Tribe both before and after the survey.
