	Project Description: The City of Woodlake proposes to construct a single lane, urban roundabout at the intersection of Castle Rock St and Sierra Ave, and install pavement, curb, gutter, sidewalk, ADA ramps, storm drainage, street lighting, landscaping, irrigation, signing, and striping along Castle Rock St and Sierra Ave up to match to existing points. The project proposes to construct road side parking on the East side along Sierra Ave. The parking will be used for the City park. Road improvements will extend 40’ west along Sierra Ave, 550’ east along Sierra Ave, 195’ north along Castle Rock St, and 270’ south along Castle Rock St.
