Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Mt. Diablo Resource Recovery Truck Maintenance Facility Project (Project) would involve the construction of a truck
maintenance facility. The Project would be constructed in three phases and include a 18,533 square foot warehouse
building, 3.5 acres of truck and employee parking, a truck fueling station, a vehicle and equipment wash station, and a
storage yard. The Project would also include drainage improvements and grade approximately 1.73 acres in the western
portion of the site. This portion of the Project site would continue to be used as a storage yard; however, future
development may include construction of a 18,500-square-foot warehouse building and truck parking.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Potentially significant impacts were identified and mitigated for the following resources: Air Quality, Biological Resources,
Cultural Resources, Geology/Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Hydrology/Water Quality, Noise, Tribal Cultural
Resources, and Mandatory Findings of Significance. Potential air quality impacts can be mitigated with application of
best management practices to control fugitive dust (Section 3.3). Potential biological resources impacts can be mitigated
by conducting pre-construction surveys for nesting birds and roosting bats to avoid disturbance (Section 3.4). Potential
cultural and tribal cultural resource impacts from construction activities would be mitigated by conducting worker
awareness training and stopping construction work in the event human remains, or subsurface cultural resources are
found inadvertently (Section 3.5 and 3.18). Potential geology/soils impacts can be mitigated by incorporating the design
specifications contained within the Geotechnical Report and inadvertent discovery measure for paleontological resources
(Section 3.7). Potential hazards impacts can be mitigated with implementation of a Hazardous Materials Business Plan
(Section 3.8). Potential hydrology impacts can be mitigation with implementation of a Stormwater Pollution Prevention
Plan and an Industrial General Permit (Section 3.9) Potential noise impacts can be mitigated with implementation of
noise attenuation measures and standard construction noise reduction measures (Section 3.13). The Project would not
contribute to a cumulatively considerable impact on the environment as all project impacts would be reduced to a less
than significant level as summarized herein (Section 3.21).
