The city is proposing an update to the inventory, projections, and greenhouse gas (GHG) reduction measures included in
the city’s 2013 CAP in compliance with applicable policies in the Vista General Plan 2030. The 2019 CAP includes a
baseline GHG emissions inventory that identifies the city’s projected GHG emissions in 2020 and 2030, establishes the
emissions reduction target relative to the statewide targets under Assembly Bill 32 and Senate Bill 32, and identifies 7
strategies and 14 measures the city will undertake to reduce GHG emissions.
