Description of Nature, Purpose, and Beneficiaries of Project: This project repeals and replaces in its entirety the Placer County Code, Chapter 12, Article 12.32, “Shoreline Protection Regulations” with the updated “Lake Tahoe Shorezone” ordinance. The updated ordinance aligns the County with current Tahoe Regional Planning Agency (TRPA) and California State Lands Commission (CSLC) permitting of piers along the shorezone of Lake Tahoe. Pier encroachment permits with a new fee for permit processing will be required for new and modified piers that are within a County property interest, with a focus on ensuring that public rights and access are maintained.
