[The Project proposes a Tentative Parcel Map (TPM 8319), Conditional Use Permit (CUP 21-001), Site Plan Review
(SPR 21-001), and the construction and operation of the Pilot Travel Center, including off-site improvements. The Project
proposes aTPM to subdivide the existing 28-acre parent parcel into three parcels. The approximately 9-acre western
parcel is proposed to be developed with a Pilot Travel Center, as described below. With the exception of the proposed
roadway improvements, the other two parcels would remain unchanged at this time. The Project proposes the
construction and operation of a Pilot Travel Center on the approximately 9-acre parcel for regional and local highway
traveling users. Implementation of the Pilot Travel Center would involve the development of fueling facilities, travel
amenities, restaurants, and parking facilities for passing motorists and commercial truck operator.s

[The MND determined potentially significant effects associated with biological resources, cultural resources, geology and
soils, noise, transportation, and tribal cultural resources. Mitigation measures to address biological resources include
pre-construction surveys and jurisdictional determination, if disturbance of a jurisdictional feature would occur. Mitigation
for cultural and tribal cultural resources address the necessary steps in the event cultural resources are discovered
during project activities, including potential human remains. An archaeologist and tribes would be notified. Mitigation for
geology and soils specific to the potential for discovery of paleontological resources include steps in the event
paleontological resources are encountered. Noise mitigation measures include prohibiting construction activities during
specific ours and implemting construction best management practices. Mitigation for transportation impacts include
payment of a fair share contribution toward an intersection improvement.
