The proposed project improvements include a Collector-Distributor (C-D) road with a concrete-barrier-separated system
that would run parallel to the SR 91 mainline in each direction, connecting Central Avenue and Wilmington Avenue on-
and off-ramps. The C-D road would consolidate multiple access points from the Central Avenue, Wilmington Avenue
and Acacia Court interchanges into a single access point, halving the number of ingress/egress points on the freeway
mainline and redirecting the short and nonstandard weaving areas from the freeway mainline to the C-D road.
