	Project Description: The property is approximately 161.95 acres and called the Franklin Canyon RV Resort Project (project). The applicant is proposing development of 160 RV visitors’ camping spaces and 22 walk-in campsites with tent bungalows. The project would eliminate the existing 18-hole golf course but would retain the existing driving range and build a new 18-hole putting green and clubhouse to feature dining facilities, a fitness and wellness center, and an outdoor swimming pool.  
The project would remove the existing two-story clubhouse and replace it with a new two-story clubhouse with employee housing on the second story. Other facilities include a 2,500-square-foot maintenance building, a 120-square-foot security and information building, and 50 covered RV storage spaces (distinct from the 160 RV active camping spaces). The project would construct a total of 16,625 square feet of permanent structures, for a net increase of 5,425 square feet of structures over existing conditions. Approximately 70 acres would be deeded to John Muir Land Trust for public access. The project includes playgrounds, a pickle ball court(s), and horseshoe pits for guest recreation.
