[The Bishop Avenue Truck Parking Project (proposed project) consists of one 9.7-acre parcel within the City of Live Oak.
Currently, the project site is used as an orchard. The proposed project is zoned Employment (E2) and designated as
Employment per the Live Oak General Plan. The proposed project includes a 4.5-acre truck parking lot consisting of 80
gravel, 13- by 75-foot parking stalls and a new paved driveway from Bishop Avenue. The proposed project intends on
serving existing truck traffic along State Route 99. Off-site construction includes the widening of Bishop Avenue to 32
feet plus 3-foot gravel shoulders from the proposed driveway to State Route 99 (approximately 600 feet).

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) identified potentially significant impacts for the following areas:
Biological Resources, Geology and Soils, Cultural Resources, Air Quality, and Tribal Cultural Resources. However, the
IS/MND includes mitigation measures to reduce all potentially significant impacts to less-than-significant levels. For
example, the IS/MND measures require the following: pre-construction surveys and avoidance measures if protected
species are found during surveys; protective measures for tribal and cultural resources; and compliance with emission
standards.
