Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project proposes a General Plan Amendment, Zone Change, and Tentative Parcel Map in order to construct an
approximate 15,000 gross square-foot Tuscan-style single-family home on approximately 1.92 acres of a 14.12-acre
parcel on the 41.52-acre project site. The conceptual single-story residence is anticipated to have a main house,
attached garage, utility garage, courtyard, pool, detached guest house and associated garage, and paved access
driveway from Fairmont Boulevard. The remaining acreage of the project site is proposed to be preserved as open space
area or public facility use. The project would require the following discretionary actions from the City of Yorba Linda:
CEQA Clearance, Tentative Parcel Map No. 2020-125, General Plan Amendment No. 2020-02, Zoning Change No.
2020-01, and Subsequent Design Review. The project site is not listed on any hazardous materials or waste databases
pursuant to Section 65962.5 of the Government Code.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Environmental topical areas identified to have potentially significant impacts include: aesthetics, biological resources,
cultural and tribal cultural resources, geology and soils, and wildfire. To reduce temporary impacts to scenic vistas and
visual quality of the hillsides, Mitigation Measure AES-1 would require that staging areas are located as far away from
sensitive viewers (such as residential viewers and motorists) as feasible, and that construction equipment and materials
are shielded from view by opaque screening. Mitigation Measures BIO-1 is required to minimize impacts to an on-site
ephemeral stream recognized as Waters of the United States. BIO-2 would require either vegetation clearing associated
with project construction to be conducted outside of nesting season or would require a nesting bird survey prior to
clearing activities. If undiscovered cultural, tribal cultural, or paleontological resources are encountered during
construction, Mitigation Measures CUL-1, TCR-1, and GEO-1 would require construction activities to halt until a qualified
professional/tribal monitor evaluates the significance of the find and recommends a course of action. Mitigation Measure
WEF-1 would require a Precise Fuel Modification Plan designed in accordance with the OCFA’s Guideline C-05
(Vegetation Management Guideline: Technical Design for New Constructing Fuel Modification Plans and Maintenance
Program) to be submitted to and approved by the City and OCFA prior to issuance of grading permits. Implementation of
Mitigation Measures BIO-1, BIO-2, CUL-1, TCR-1, GEO-1, and WF-1 would reduce potentially significant impacts to less
than significant levels.
