	Project Description: Rezone from Timber Preserve to Rural Residential, 3 acre minimum and General Plan Amendment from Timberland to Rural Residential, 1 dwelling unit per 3 acres – The applicant proposes to amend the zoning and land use designation of approximately 212 acres of a property used as commercial timberland to a property that could support rural residential use in the future. The rezone is proposed as a “ten-year rollout” meaning the redesignation of land use from timber harvest to residential use would not take place until ten years after the Board of Supervisors approves the project. The Planning Commission is first required to review and make a recommendation to the Board of Supervisors. The project does not include a subdivision to create legal lots, but rather sets up the land use and zoning for such an action in the future. The land is not served by public water or sewer and would rely on on-site systems. The application includes many special studies to support the environmental review. 
	Project's Effects: The project's potentially significant effects include those to aesthetics, air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, noise, transportation, and utilities. Mitigation measures are proposed to reduce all effects to less than significant levels. Aesthetics mitigation would require maintaining visual screening and reducing light glare impacts associated with future development. Air quality mitigation includes compliance with Air Quality Management District rules and regulations. Biological resources mitigation includes botanical surveys, and wetland delineations completed for future specific development proposals, as well as avoiding construction during bird nesting season unless appropriate surveys have been completed. Cultural resources protection mitigation requires archaeologist assessment of two specific resources recorded on site as well as the requirement to use best management practices and standard procedures in the event of an inadvertent discovery. Geology mitigation requires a paleontologist to examine inadvertent paleontological discoveries. Greenhouse gas emissions are mitigated through the air quality mitigation measures. Noise impacts are mitigated through noise buffers from Highway 101, notification to neighboring property owners of future subdivision hearings, and muffled construction equipment. Transportation mitigation includes the need for a traffic study for certain future applications on-site, preparation of improvement plans that offset VMT generation, and recording a notice against the properties that requires future VMT mitigation.
