Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The City of Lafayette, the project applicant, is proposing the Cancer Support Community project, to develop the
5.75-acre applicant-owned parcel located at 4011 Mt. Diablo Boulevard in the City of Lafayette. The proposed project is a
new campus for the Cancer Support Community, which includes a building, parking lot, outdoor gathering space,
boardwalk, greenhouse, and amphitheater or outdoor movement space. The proposed project would involve the
construction of an 12,009 square foot building and 47 vehicular parking spaces, for a total footprint of 26,209 square feet.
With a combination of offices and gathering spaces, the proposed project would accommodate up to 120 visitors at one
time.

Mitigation measures would be included for significant or potentially significant impacts to Biological Resources, Cultural
Resources, Geology and Soils, Transportation and Traffic, and Tribal Cultural Resources. These include pre-construction
surveys for biological, cultural, and tribal cultural resources, procedures that would occur in case sensitive resources are
discovered during project construction, tree mitigation for tree replantings, design specifications to ensure safe building
construction with respect to geological hazards, and a requirement to prepare a travel demand management (TDM)
program to alleviate traffic congestion around the proposed project.

All project impacts were reduced to a Less than Significant level with mitigation.
