	Project Description: The County of San Bernardino (“County”), in coordination with the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) is proposing to replace 10 bridges on the National Trails Highway (NTH), also known as U.S. Route 66. The 10 bridges (Bristol Ditch, #54C0272; Cerro Ditch, #54C0275; Gordo Ditch, #54C0276; Cerulia Ditch, #54C0277; Leith Ditch, #54C027) are located mostly between Amboy Road and Kelbaker Road near the communities of Amboy and Essex in San Bernardino County. All 10 existing bridges are classified Structurally Deficient and have sufficiency ratings from 22.2 to 61.2, with the exception of Bristol Ditch which has a rating below 50. The existing bridges are proposed to be replaced with reinforced concrete bridges.  The width of each replacement bridge would be 34 feet to accommodate two 11-foot lanes, two 4-foot shoulders, and the two 2-foot railings. The vertical profile of the bridges will remain close to the existing profile except for those bridges locations in which it is determined that additional vertical clearance is required to provide sufficient water conveyance beneath the bridge (2 feet or less). A temporary, parallel road realignment, also referred to as a “shoo-fly detour”, would be constructed at each bridge location to accommodate through-traffic during construction. 
	Project's Effects: Potential impacts as a result of the proposed Project include impacts to air quality, biological resources, geology and soils, hydrology/floodplain and water quality, and tribal cultural resources. Best management practices and industry standard avoidance, minimization, and mitigation measures would be implemented to reduce any potential impacts to less than significant. These include environmental work windows, erosion control, and tortoise/animal exclusionary measures. 

The Project will have a significant and unavoidable impact to the National Trails Highway/National Old Trails Road/Route 66. Mitigation measures will be implemented to lessen the impact, but the measures will not reduce the impact to a less than significant level. Mitigation measures include utilizing bridge railings to more closely match the original railings; preserving historic C-Markers and historic paddleboards (postmile markers); refurbishing historic paddleboards; preparing and submitting a National Register of Historic Places Nomination Form; and developing an interpretive website to share historic and other Route 66 road related information for the benefit of the public.
