Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Proposed Project involves the construction of a five-story, 109-room hotel within an approximately 2.26-acre site in
the City of Vacaville. The hotel building would include meeting rooms and a dining area on the first floor, as well as a
swimming pool, walking paths, associated parking, and outdoor sitting and dining areas. Access to the Project Site would
be provided via an existing driveway near the northwest boundary of the Project Site which would be shared with an
existing gas station and office building on Mason Street. An additional right-in and right-out driveway will also be
provided on Mason Street near the northeast boundary of the Project Site.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The following environmental factors have been determined to have a potentially significant effect and have been
reduced to a less-than-signifant impact through mitigation measures (MM), as described below:

1. Air Quality: MM AQ-1 would reduce impacts from pollutants and fugitive dust from construction activities.

2. Biological Resources: MM BIO-1 through BIO-4 would reduce impacts to biological resources from construction
activities.

3. Cultural Resources: MM CR-1 and CR-2 would reduce impacts to cultural resources from construction activities.
4. Hazards and Hazardous Materials: MM HAZ-1 and HAZ-2 would reduce impacts from hazards and hazardous
materials from construction activities.

5. Hydrology/Water Quality: MM HYD-1 would reduce impacts from discharge of sediment and pollutants during
construction by requiring a SWPPP.

6. Noise: MM N-1 would reduce impacts from noise due to construction activities.

7. Tribal Cultural Resources: MM TCR-1 would reduce impacts to tribal cultural resoruces.
