The County also received input during scoping
requesting clarification of the PCRP relative to the Lehigh Permanente Quarry Reclamation Plan Amendment that was

submitted in May 2019, and regarding the identification of alternatives to the Project and considerations to be evaluated
as part of the cumulative scenario.
