	Project Description: The project involves the replacement of Wells North Long Beach 4 and North Long Beach 9 in Jackson Park with Wells North Long Beach 13 and North Long Beach 14 in the vicinity of the mentioned existing wells. The project involves installation of two estimated 2,500 gallon per minute potable wells (Wells North Long Beach 13 and North Long Beach 14), approximately fifty five linear feet of 12-inch diameter below ground piping to connect Well North Long Beach 13 to an existing pipeline ( 20” collection main) on East Jackson  Street, approximately forty linear feet of 12-inch diameter below ground piping to connect Well North Long Beach 14 to an existing pipeline (24” collection main) on East Jackson Street, and other appurtenances. The existing Groundwater Treatment Plant will be used to chlorinate the water from both wells.

	Reasons for exemption(s): The replacement of Wells North Long Beach 4 and North Long Beach 9 with Wells North Long Beach 13 and North Long Beach 14 can be considered Class 3, construction of limited numbers of new, small facilities. The piping can also be considered Class 3, water mains of reasonable length to serve such construction, (15303 (d), <16-in. diameter, <1 mile in length). The use of existing chlorination system can be considered Class 1, the operation of existing facilities used to provided public utility services.
