	Project Description: The proposed project site is located within the grounds of the existing Camarillo Sanitary District’s Water Reclamation Plant (WRP). The WRP is located at 150 Howard Road, Camarillo. The City of Camarillo is proposing the construction and operation of a partially buried, one million-gallon rectangular reinforced concrete reservoir and relocation of the existing tertiary effluent pump station with controls in the southwestern area of the WRP property. No discretionary approvals are required for the project.
	Project's Effects: The Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) concludes that the proposed project could have potentially significant effects associated with construction-related air quality (fugitive dust), archaeological resources, and paleontological resources. The air quality mitigation measure requires all developers of the project to implement fugitive dust control measures consistent with Ventura County Air Pollution Control District Rule 55 throughout all phases of construction. Mitigation is identified to stop construction, secure the services of a professional archaeologist, and evaluate resources if archaeological materials are discovered during the course of project development. Mitigation is identified to require the City to retain the services of a professional paleontologist to conduct a paleontological monitoring program during excavations.
