Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

[The Project proposes a new 120-foot diameter ground-level circular pre-stressed concrete water tank. The tank height
ranges from 24 feet above ground surface along the exterior edges of the structure to 29 feet above ground surface at
the center of the tank roof. The Project will replace two (2) existing degraded 0.5 MG potable water reservoirs located on
the Darrell Tank Site with one (1) 2.0 MG pre-stressed concrete reservoir. Replacement of the existing tanks with the
new tank will increase the overall storage at the site from 2.0 MG to 3.0 MG and will improve overall efficiency,
effectiveness, safety, and reliability of the Town's water system. The Project will modify some existing on-site
underground piping and utilities and includes earthwork, tree removals, and landscaping replacement. A more detailed
description of the proposed project is provided in the IS/IMND.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

All potentially significant impacts will be reduced to less than significant levels with design features incorporated into the
project and proposed mitigation measures. Issues requiring mitigation include:

Aesthetics: Tank height will remain consistent with existing site conditions. Landscape buffer will be replaced with
native trees and shrubs. Tank coatings will consist of non-reflective earthtone to blend with the surrounding area.
Biology: Preconstruction training, field surveys to be done and monitoring to be implemented per statutory requirements.
Air: Air Quality BMPS and Dust Control will be implemented per BAAQMD protocol and requirements for emissions,
particulate matter, and serpentinite.

Geology/Soils: cut/fill stability, plan check/construction monitoring, underground utilities protection, expansive
materials/soils, drainage, erosion control/water quality, fault/foundation, vegetation/tree removal, revegetation, earthwork,
temporary irrigation, overexcavation/fill will be implemented per the Geotechnical Engineer's recommendations/mitigation
measures.

\Water Quality/Hydrology: Structural and non structural BMPs will be implemented with the project.

Hazards/Hazardous Materials: A Soils Management Plan and ADMP will be implemented implemented with the project.
Land Use: Reduced structural setbacks are proposed and will be coordinated with adjacent land owners.

[Transportation: Proposed construction access from SR-35 will be coordinated between the Town and County.

Tribal Cultural Resources: Tribal monitoring will be implemented if required.
