	Project Description: The 24-Acre Park Master Plan Project (Project) includes developing recreational park uses on a 24-acre site situated generally between Richardson Drive on the east and Deer Ridge Lane on the west. The parcel is undeveloped with the exception of an existing baseball field that occupies approximately 4.8 acres in the southeast corner of the site. Recreational uses proposed include an earthen walking trail, dog park, open turf area, central plaza, splash pad, restrooms, bocce ball courts, picnic tables, parking lot, and associated utilities. The proposed earthen trail would provide pedestrian access from the area proposed for the Timberline subdivision to the south; primary vehicle access to the park would be from Richardson Drive. The design emphasizes passive trail uses and a majority of the site, including the existing wetland along the western Project site boundary would remain undeveloped. The Project is designed to minimize tree removal and would result in no change to the existing NID canal in the southwest corner of the site and would not alter the existing retaining wall along Richardson Drive
	Project's Effects: The Initial Study analyzes the environmental impacts of the Project consistent with the format and analysis prompts provided in Appendix G of the CEQA Guidelines. The analysis determined that the Project could have potentially significant impacts to the following resource categories: Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, and Tribal Cultural Resources. The analysis determined that all potentially significant impacts would be less than significant with implementation of mitigation measures to avoid or minimize the impacts identified. Detailed analyses of impacts are provided under each resource section evaluated by this Initial Study.
